Astro Camp, Summer 2016

Dr. Larry Grimes and Mr. Jeff Baldwin instructed this year’s MUSD summer Astro Camp where students built
devices, explored a planetarium and observed objects within our solar system.

Students built devices for measuring and observing the astronomical sky and constructed models of the solar
system, which were 1/4-mile long. Each day, sessions were held inside the Astro Lab inflatable planetarium.
Dr. Grimes and Mr. Jeff Baldwin compose a NASA/SETI/SOFIA Airborne Astronomy Ambassador team that will
be flying in the SOFIA airborne observatory in October, and brought their SOFIA infra-red astronomy
presentation to share at camp.

Students had the opportunity to check-out telescopes to take home and observe the objects discussed in
Camp including: Jupiter, Mars and Saturn, constellations, sky rotation and a few deep sky objects. A Star
Party was thrown at the District Office, Wednesday night where students engaged their parents in observing

these objects.

Manteca Unified School District’s CCSS Implementation and Staff Development Department sponsored
a week long math training for teachers at French Camp and Sequoia Elementary Schools. The training
was conceived and developed by MUSD’s CCSS Math Coordinator, the Coordinator of Compensatory
Education and the Director of Compensatory Education with input from site administration and
teaching staff. The training was funded by the sites using sources that were designated for Professional
Development.

State Schools Chief Tom Torlakson Announces Updated List of

Programs Serving Nutritious Meals to Low-Income Families

SACRAMENTO—State Superintendent of Public Instruction Tom Torlakson announced
today that disadvantaged families in California can find updated lists of child and adult care
centers offering nutritious meals at low- or no-cost through the California Department of

Education’s Web site.

services these centers provide.

The Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) is funded by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA). Nearly 9,000 local child care centers and 18,000 sponsored family day

care home providers in California participate in the CACFP.

These facilities provide nutritious food to infants, children, and adults. Most participating
child care centers provide meals at no charge. In centers that have a separate charge for

meals, participants may receive free or reduced-price meals.

Meals are free or reduced price depending on household income guidelines. For
example, a family of four earning $31,525 a year (up from $31,005 last year) can qualify for
free meals and snacks. A family of four earning $44,863 a year (up from $44,123 last year)

also qualifies. The Income Eligibility Scales for 2015-16 for free and reduced-price meals and

snacks are included below.
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Families also qualify for free meals if they receive benefits from California Work
Opportunity and Responsibility to Kids, CalFresh, Food Distribution Program on Indian
Reservations (FDPIR), Kinship Guardianship Assistance Payment Program, Head Start, Early
Head Start, or the Even Start Program. Adult day care centers with adults that receive
CalFresh, FDPIR, Social Security Income, or Medicaid benefits are also eligible for
reimbursement at the free rate. Institutions serve meals to all participants regardless of race,

color, national origin, sex, age, or disability.*
